APPOINTMENT OF GOVERNORS

a)
Mr M Mallam
Mr Mallam was currently a Co-opted Member to the Finance Committee and had been appointed to the Campus Redevelopment Working Group.  His performance had given an assurance that he would be a valued Member of the Board and his professional background would be of particular importance to the Board during the next few years of College redevelopment.  A copy of his CV had been circulated to the Committee.

The Committee fully supported Mr Mallam’s appointment to the Board.

b) Mrs A J Barton

The Chairman reported that he had considered the possibility of Mrs Barton being appointed a Governor in view of her professional background in education. a) Mrs M Hill
